     One huge answer to prayer is that the funds for shipping Bibles from 
Tennessee to Napakiak have come in and even some extra, which will 
go towards covering the cost of fuel to get these Bibles distributed 
throughout the villages. A very big *THANK YOU* to everyone who gave to 
this need, what a blessing the Bibles will be to those who receive them. 
 

     As we wrap up our time in the lower 48, we have so much to thank God for – new friends and connections 
made, new experiences, and a refreshed love for where we live… the people and the land. Our heart is in 
Alaska and we feel very blessed to be where God has placed us – thank you, LORD!
 
     For most of February we were in Arizona and New Mexico on the Navajo reservation, which was a real 
blessing as we got to know some of the Navajos, who are in some ways similar to Native Alaskans (yes, they 
made us extra homesick!). We were also encouraged to see what God is doing there on the reservation with 
some faithful people who are spreading his word. Just this week we had the privilege of attending a church 
planting conference in Colorado, where many people generously donated to our missionary efforts. We are 
grateful! I am also excited that the LORD allowed me to lead two souls to Christ over the last few weeks.
 
     Our schedule for this summer and fall is filling in, including having people come out to Napakiak to help with 
VBS, Bible distribution, planting and harvesting the garden, and construction projects. We are still needing 
some helpers for this May.
